FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS:  

 
1. What is the best way to enroll in a course? 

Answer:  The easiest way is probably by mail at least two weeks before a class is due to start.  You may also 

come in person on Monday or Wednesday nights when school is in session between 6 and 9 pm. PLEASE USE 

SEPARATE CHECKS FOR EACH CLASS 
 

2. Can I register by phone or email? 
Answer:  Unfortunately no and as these inquiries are usually answered on Monday and Wednesday nights, it’s 
probably best to come in if a class is scheduled to start soon. 

 
3. How do I know, if I am enrolled? 

Answer:  If we received your check and completed registration at least two weeks before, you are enrolled.  You
